The good manners consist of a few elements, that is the knowledge of the customs and rules
of politeness as well as the ability of a proper behaviour in different situations like a dinner
party, work or school. The good manners of communication are called the language culture.
It's worth using in both speaking and writing.

Prescriptive linguistics is a field of linguistics concerned with the linguistic correctness
and appropriateness as well as the ethics and aesthetics of an utterance. It is also a skill of
correct, appropriate, ethical and aesthetical usage of language.

Linguistic norm is a set of rules determining the usage of linguistic devices. If the rules are
formulated or written by linguists, they are described as a standardized norm. However,
when they are considered to be correct by the society, then they are defined as a common
norm or a linguistic usage.
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It is necessary to distinguish between the model norm (a set of rules existing in official
situations and in accordance with the linguistic tradition as well as grammar and lexical
rules) and the common norm (colloquial) - the rules acceptable in informal situations.
Sometimes those are the circumstances of the situation that decide about a usage of

a certain form: some can be accepted in unofficial situations according to the common
norm.

Unjustified and unconscious violation of the norm is considered to be a language error.

Lesson plan overview
Before classes

1. Volunteers get acquainted with the content of the abstract and prepare a knowledge
quiz for their colleagues.



Introduction

1. The teacher states the subject of the lesson, explains the aim of the lesson and together
with students determines the success criteria to be achieved.

2. Students talk about personal culture and its components. The teacher asks students if
they believe that part of their personal culture is ,language culture”. Attempt to
determine the scope of the term ,language culture”.

Realization

1. Students create a mind map. They give associations to the given expression:
»prescriptive linguistic”. The teacher asks about his general meaning, how they
understand them, where they came into contact with him.

2. The teacher talks with students about the principles of linguistic correctness. Students
themselves should provide and explain the concepts of language norm and language
error. The teacher complements students' statements.

3. Students in pairs solve the Exercise 1. The teacher checks if the task has been correctly
completed and gives feedback to students.

4. Students analyze the interactive diagram, getting to know its content (types of errors).
Then the teacher divides the students into groups and each of them recommends
preparing examples of errors to one of the points presented in the diagram based on
available sources of information. After the set time students present the results of work
in groups. Each team ends their presentation with the wording of the conclusions.

5. Students carry out the interactive exercises checking the level of knowledge learned
during the lesson. The teacher initiates a discussion during which the correct solutions
for all the exercises performed by the students are discussed.

6. Students talk about linguistic fashion - the reasons for its occurrence and the effects it
brings (poor vocabulary, less precise speech, etc.). Pupils, working in groups, try to
replace the words given in exercise 7, borrowed from their native counterparts - the
teacher can reward the group that will perform the exercise the fastest and the best.

Summary

1. The students, selected before the lesson, present their knowledge quiz related to the
topic of the lesson. The class answers questions. The teacher assesses the activity and
involvement of students.

2. The teacher asks a willing student to summarize the lesson from his point of view. He
asks other students if they would like to add anything to their colleague's statements.

Homework

1. Listen to the abstract recording at home. Pay attention to pronunciation, accent and
intonation. Learn to pronounce the words learned during the lesson.



2. Prepare a test for a younger colleague, starting school in high school, through which he
will test his skills in spelling, syntax, phraseology and lexical correctness.
