The Art of Debating

Have you ever had this awful feeling that no one listens to you or
doesn'’t have the clue what you are trying to communicate? It's hard
to convey the message so that everybody knows exactly what you
mean, isn't it? It turns out that listening to one person speaking may
result in a wide range of different conclusions drawn by the listeners.
The question arises: how to communicate effectively? The Oxford

debate might be the answer.

There are more and more so-called debating societies whose
purpose is to discuss current emerging public issues. The most
prestigious one among them is the Oxford Union, which was founded
in England in 1832. Every Thursday, the Union holds debates. A. ... For
this reason, among others, the speeches attract international media

attention.

An Oxford debate is a widely acclaimed, highly formalised type of
discussion which makes a debate an intelligent exchange of
arguments and rebuttals of opposing sides of a topic. It requires
strict rules concerning the order and length of speaking. It's more
and more often introduced to schools as a useful communication
tool. Everyone in the debate chamber has a well-defined role. The
chair runs the proceedings, collects ballots and announces the
winning team. B. ... This person gives the speakers a one-minute
warning, ringing the bell once before their time is up, and averts
exceeding the time allotted to the disputers by double bell ringing.
The moderator reveals the motion of the debate and sees to it that
the rules of proceedings are followed while the judge listens to the
teams and awards points. The audience may ask questions directed at
both teams and also vote on the motion. Finally, there are two teams
involved: the “affirmative” (arguing for the motion) and the “negative”
one (arguing against it). Each team consists of four members, one

substitute and the capitan among them.

Teams are given some time far in advance to prepare their for and
against arguments concerning the topic to be discussed thoroughly
at the debate. Just before the debate they draw lots to find out which
team will be the affirmative and which the negative one. The first

team presents persuasive arguments in favour of the motion, while

the other one refutes the points made by the opponents. When the

moderator announces the motion, quite controversial at times, the
debate is started by the affirmative team. The first member
introduces the main claim and presents key arguments. The second
develops them and may rebut the opponents’ key claim while the
third one refutes the arguments of the opposing team. C. ...
Participants from the opposing teams take turns speaking. During
the debate they are forbidden to use previously prepared notes or
telecommunication devices. Each member is given four minutes for

their speech.

There are strict rules when it comes to what and when is allowed to
be said. D. ... The first speaker is obliged to welcome the chair, judges,
opponents and audience before opening the debate. During each

speech, only two interpellations are allowed to be asked by the

opponents, indicated by the raised hand gesture. It is forbidden to

use ad personam arguments or speak without permission.

During the debate, when it's opened up to the floor, even members of

the audience are allowed to challenge points and ask questions. After

the debate, the jury adds up the points and determines the winners.

It is believed that the Oxford-style method of debating improves
decision-making, develops a tactful way of disputing and sharpens

the arguments. And, above all, forces us to listen carefully to our

opponent and comprehend the gist of what they are trying to say.

Have you heard of Oxford debates, Caren? It seems they are getting more and

more popular worldwide for a vast number of reasons. When two teams are

engaged in a structured argument about a given thesis, and their position -

whether they argue for or against - is based on drawing lots, the debate must be

absorbing! What makes it even spicier is the choice of topics. The more

controversial, the better. We could try to organise such a debate at school. What

do you think of it, Caren?

Why not? I've also read a lot about these debates recently. We need to choose the

topic carefully, though. The topics often cover current sensitive matters from the

world of politics, religion, law or human rights, which many people find hard to

talk about without losing their temper. Controversial issues mean hot debates! It
is stirring when participants argue passionately about contrary beliefs. Because
Oxford debates impose certain very strict regulations on how to speak,
participants in the debate have no other choice but to follow them, listen to the
opponents and analyse what they hear. And that’s the point. Our students will
need to listen, which may be pretty hard for them as they are used to speaking,
aren'’t they? In order to know exactly whether they agree or disagree with

somebody, they must first fully understand them!

I see you're into it! You're right, a true discussion only makes sense when we are
ready and have the willingness to change our minds. It’s all about listening and
understanding the message. It’s pointless to talk to others only to prove yourself.
You need to speak your mind clearly and confidently so that the listeners
understand your perspective. The robust debate will succeed if you respect your

opponents and their freedom to think differently.

Exactly! This is why Oxford debates became one of the most eagerly used tools by

the teachers!

The format of the debate in which students are given the topic ahead in time
seems to be most frequently followed. Do you know how it works?

To my knowledge, students get the motion, for instance 2 weeks before the debate,
and their task is to prepare affirmative and negative arguments as they don’t know
which team they will draw. They find out a couple of minutes before entering the
debate chamber. Correct?

Absolutely. This way they hone their skills at analysing and selecting arguments
objectively.

Knowing the topic in advance gives the participants an opportunity to do a very
thorough research to know the subject inside out. They realise that the opponents
are also familiar with it and for this reason they will work hard to find the most
useful and crucial information which they will use as arguments in the debate.
Each speaker, when given a limited time to deliver their speech, must put forward
strong rational arguments. What'’s more, they are awarded points for substantive
and rhetorical value of their arguments as well as for sticking to the subject and
their given role as a speaker. Debaters must also respond skilfully to the replies

and questions of the opponents.



That requires maximum focus and ability to control emotions, which, I believe, is
sometimes hard. There are also minus points which are given when the speaker
omits invocation, ignores the opponents’ questions, speaks without permission
and uses ad personam arguments, which means attacks on the opponent’s
character.

I think it’s good that the rules are clear and obeyed. Not only do Oxford debaters
acquire self-confidence and improve their critical-thinking skills but they also
enhance their analytical and research capabilities. Students who take part in
Oxford debates are prompted to keep their debating abilities sharp, which often
leads to sound decision-making. Not only at school but above all later in life.

That'’s true. These students become tolerant of divergent points of view, develop
efficient teamwork and, last but not least, become independent adults and skilful
communicators in the future. It seems that we have a lot of work to be done! We

need to think thoroughly about what topic of the debate to offer our students.

What are we waiting for then?
